FROM 1-95 - take Exit 86 (Groton/Gales Ferry Exit) and head North on Route 12.
Continue into Gales Ferry (~ 5.5 miles from [-95). After the traffic light at Christy Hill
Rd., you will see the Our Lady of Lourdes Church on your right. The Church and
parking lot are located before Dunkin Donuts. Facing the FRONT of the Church, the
Rectory will be the TAN building on your RIGHT.

FROM THE 1-395 - take Exit 79A and head East on Route 2A. Follow Route 2A until it
intersects with Route 12 (after you cross the Peoquot Bridge). Take a right and go
South on Route 12, continuing into Gales Ferry (~ 4.5 miles). The Church will be on
the left just after the Dunkin Donuts. Facing the FRONT of the Church, the Rectory
will be the TAN building on your RIGHT.

FROM THE ROUTE 2 area - take Route 2 East towards Norwich and then take Exit
28S to get onto I-395 South. Follow the above directions once on |-395.
